Basic Guidelines to Clubs for Proposals for VHPA Land Acquisition Funding

It is anticipated that Clubs would initially approach VHPA with a "Land Acquisition Screening Proposal". This would serve the purpose of:

1. advising VHPA of the opportunity

2. allowing comparison between proposals

3. engaging VHPA early in the process to expedite matters or conversely save effort on proposals that have less chance of being successful

Suggested guidelines on information to be provided with Land Acquisition Screening Proposals from Clubs

1. Flying site associated with land

2. Purpose of land to be acquired, e.g. launch site, landing site, 

3. Size of land and estimated price range

4. Popularity of flying site, e.g. estimated no. of days per year flown

5. Rating of site for both hang gliders and paragliders

6. Wind conditions for site and alternate sites for similar wind conditions in the general area

7. Security of access to and usage of the associated launch/landing area, e.g. if land to be acquired is the launch, what is security of keeping the landing paddock and vice versa.

8. Any special drivers for acquiring the land, e.g. opportunity, threat,
